25th,  The Biology class 
with the Lostrittos as spe-
cial guests, toured the  
Northwest Waste Water 
Treatment Plant in Collier-
ville, TN.  Mr. David Har-
rison, the plant manager, 
led us through the opera-
tions at their newest loca-
tion.  We were amazed to 
learn that the plant can 
handle between 2,000,000 
to 14,000,000 gallons of 
waste water a day.   

 After the physical 
tour, we were able to learn 
more about their new  
automated computer sys-

tem and observe bacteria 
and protist organisms un-
der the microscope.  Be-
fore leaving, we obtained 
several samples of their 
influent and effluent wa-
ter.  These samples were 
cultured and slides were 
created by gram staining 

preparation.  These sam-
ples were compared to 
pond and tap water sam-
ples.

Festival. In his spare time, 
Ed enjoys listening to early 
music, cooking, and build-
ing computers.
